• A reminder that fees are due on the 1st of every month. 

We are pleased to share that we have transitioned to 
online direct payment through Telpay. If you would like 
to switch to this method and have not yet done so, please 
speak with the supervisor. We continue to accept 

cheques and cash. As outlined in our policy and parent 
handbook, accounts more than one month overdue will 
incur a $30 late charge. 

• Please notify the Centre if your child will be late, absent, 
or if there are any changes to their pick-up authorization. 
This is part of our Safe Arrival and Dismissal Policy. 

• Following the recent incident at a Richmond Hill 
daycare, the school board has blocked off parking spots 
near the preschool playground. Please note that parking 
in the laneway is not permitted, as this area is secured by 
a gate. 

• After dropping off your child(ren), please exit only 
through the main entrance. The exit door near Room 
128K is for emergency use only. 

• Please be aware that the door handle on the daycare 
entrance is broken. If you have trouble entering, kindly 
ring the doorbell and a staff member will assist you. 

• The late pick-up fee is $1 per minute the first time a 
parent is late, and $3 per minute if late again within a 
30-day period. Failure to pay late fees may result in 
withdrawal from the Centre.
