• Absences & Late Arrivals: Please notify the Centre if 
your child will be late or absent, as required by the Safe 
Arrival and Dismissal Policy. 

• Pick-Ups: Let us know if someone not on your 
emergency list will be picking up your child, or if an 

emergency contact is doing so for the first time. (Photo 
ID is required.) 

• Intercom: Please ring the intercom once and wait — we 
may be assisting children and will answer as soon as 
possible. 

• Late Pick-Up: The fee is $1 per minute for the first late 
pick-up and $3 per minute for any additional late pick-
ups within 30 days. Repeated late pick-ups or unpaid 
fees may result in withdrawal from the Centre.
